APPLICANTS MUST PROVIDE THE FOLLOWING:
1. Official transcript of all college work.
2. Statements from financial aid officer certifying the existence of financial need as determined by the state or
credible evidence supported by documentation.
3. Letters from the college or university (Dean of Students or similar official) certifying good standing.
4. Letters of reference deemed appropriate by the applicant (ho more than 3).
5. Essay that will address the future of rodeo, the rodeo athlete as a role model, and how you plan to stay
involved as arole model to progress the future of rodeo as a sport.
